On June 21, 2006 the Accreditation Review Committee met and after lengthy review of the increase in fees by the ACCME, approved to increase the OSMA Annual Report Fee from $350 to $450.00.   All Annual Reports are due by March 1, 2007.  A $100.00 late fee will be assessed following the March 1st deadline.  Further information will be given at a later date.  The Accreditation Review Committee also approved an increase in Reaccreditation fees from $1,200.00 to $1,400.00.  This increase will take effect by January 1, 2007.  Please make plans to adjust your budgets to meet these needs.
